
16 DAY AYERS ROCK, RED CENTRE 
& KAKADU
DAY 1 SYDNEY – CANBERRA 
Depart Sydney and journey to Australia’s capital city, Canberra. Our first stop is Regatta
Point followed by the National Capital Exhibition. View the foreign embassies and
enjoy panoramic views across Lake Burley Griffin. ◆ Scenic FreeChoice Inclusions,
choose from: National War Memorial and ANZAC Hall; Parliament House;

DAY 2 CANBERRA – MILDURA

DAY 3 BAROSSA VALLEY – ADELAIDE
